Per the (ARP), institutions of higher education are directed to prioritize students with exceptional financial need. As a result, UTHealth developed a sliding scale award structure based upon the following criteria:

· PELL eligibility and/or demonstrated need per federal need analysis
· Enrollment classification, i.e. Full-time (100%), Three Quarter time (75%), Half-time (50%), and less than Half-time 

Students demonstrating the most financial need will receive the highest grant amounts and those grant amounts will vary per the student’s enrollment classification.  Eligibility to receive a HEERF III student emergency financial aid grant is open to all US citizens, permanent residents, and those living in the US under protected status. A notice with the aforementioned distribution policy and eligibility requirements was sent to all students.
HEERF funded financial aid emergency grants are being paid directly to students via direct deposit (students must register for direct deposit) or check. The HEERF III student Emergency Financial Aid Grants were in the range of $200 - $1,075 for all eligible students.
